LifePoint One: The Spirit never graciously hinders our plans if our
plans hinder the Spirit.

LifePoint Four: Whenever God does a “big” thing, He has been at
work “behind the scenes” long before we know it!

APPLICATION: 1t is amazing what happens as we, as the bumper sticker says, “Let
go and let God.”

PowerPoint: Rather than wondering if God will come through for
you, why not plan on coming through for God? Get
in on God’s plan. It’s better than yours, anyway.
